Then
take your flexi inlet hose and screw the
male end into the base of the valve
marked ‘IN’. Take your second flexi hose
and screw the male end into the base
of the valve marked ‘OUT". Then feed
the handle through the hole in the
basin.

Connect the other end of the flexi tube
coming out of the the ‘'OUT hole of the
handle to the brass tee junction. Tighten

securely.

NOTE: Hold the flexi tube still so it

doesn't come undone at the other end.

If you have a thicker basin, feed the
thread and the two plates through the
basin hole. Then tighten the brass nut
with a basin wrench.
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Depending on the thickness of your
basin, you will either use the brass
flange nut to secure the handle in place
or the longer screw thread sticking out
of the bottom. If your basin is not too
thick you can remove the long thread,
securing plates and brass nut. Tighten
the brass flange nut.

Tighten either the brass nut or securing
plate and brass nut to fully tighten the
handles flush with the basin surface.
Ensure the handles are in the correct
orientation.
