Electric Towel Rails

Before drilling, ensure there are no hidden cables or pipes in the wall.
Always wear PPE when installing bathroom products.

Throughout the entirety of the installation process, make sure that the
electrical mains supply to which the product is being connected is turned off.
This product should be installed by a qualified electrician, in accordance
with the latest IET BS 7671 wiring regulations.

The towel rails will provide a surface temperature of approx. 50°C, with a +/-
5°C tolerance based on a room temperature of 22°C. Higher or lower room
temperatures will affect the maximum heating temperature.

We recommend that the towel rails are not switched on for a period
exceeding 12 hours.

Always allow access to the transformers after installation.

Do not operate this towel rail if damaged or after the Towel Rail malfunctions
or has been dropped or damaged in any manner. Return to a qualified
electrical person for examination, electrical service or repair.

Do not immerse in liquid or allow liquid to run into the interior of the Towel
Rail.
